Department of Commerce, Government College, Bawal, Distt. Rewari – Haryana (INDIA) organized a one – day national seminar on “Sustainable Development: Goals & Challenges” with the permission of Director General, Higher Education, Haryana vide letter No. K.W.U. 170008/7- 2023 N.P.E. (2) Dated 09/02/2024 on condition of without financial assistant. However, it was very challenging to organized National Level Seminar without financial assistant, but whole G.C. Bawal family accepted this challenge and under the supervision of Smt. Archna Soota, Principal, with cooperation of all the staff members (teaching & non-teaching), Dr. Joginder Singh, Convener and Sh. Santpal Co- convener of the seminar managed it successfully.Organizer collected a sum of Rs. 92200 as fee from the participants and remaining expenditure amount Rs.53300 borne by the college. In this seminar, 141 papers were submitted by 200 participants.Among them 10 were out of states- Rajasthan, Delhi, Chandigarh, Punjab and U.K. In this seminar 154 faculty members and 46 research scholars of various universities participated. In 154 faculty members, 88 were women and 66 men, likewise in 46 research scholars 32women and remaining 14 were men participated.
